On February 20, 2013, Bottle Rock Power, LLC (Bottle Rock), filed an appeal (Docket
TN 69612) of the Bottle Rock Complaint Committee’'s February 6, 2013, Decision
Sustaining Complaint Against Bottle Rock Power, LLC (Decision). Although Bottle Rock
remains in disagreement with the Committee’s Decision as indicated by the appeal, it
has stated its’ interest in working with each party on resolution of the complaint issues
through the Petition to Amend process.
