My house sitting at the 4000 foot level in Apple Valley, it will sit 

between the Desert View Substation and the Windmills. The 500 

foot W'ndmills will be put at the 5000 foot level. I have $500,000 
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INVESTED into building my house it will be worth ZERO! 

My house will become a "NO FLY ZONE" planes will not be allowed 

to drop water WHEN there is a fire. (See attached Cleghorn Ridge 
Wind lLC proposal November 28, 2011).
