As a biologist, I am deeply concerned about the impact this proposal will have on 
our public lands in California. I am opposed to private interests profiting from public lands while 
simultaneously destroying or degrading them. I am in favor of promoting renewable energy in the state of 
California but I do not think it is necessary to further degrade/develop public wild lands to do so. These lands 
belong to we the people, and developing them for private interests is not in our best interest. Instead, we should 
rely on rooftops, parking lots, and other developed or disturbed lands before turning to undeveloped lands that 
provide habitat for threatened and endangered species.
