Even though environmental issues for the BEP II project area were previously
considered during the assessment for BEP I, since they both fall in the same footprint, we still
wanted to ensure that you have an opportunity to be involved in this project. We will be
contacting you regarding your interest in this project and if a meeting or site visit would be
beneficial for your understanding and participation in this project. Western has retained Ms.
