Dear Assembly Member Duvall:

On December 28, 2007, the Southern California Public Power Authority (SCPPA), submitted an
Application for Certification (AFC) to construct and operate a 200-megawatt, simple-cycle power
plant, the Canyon Power Plant (Canyon), on a 10-acre parcel in an industrial area of the city of
Anaheim at 3071 East Miraloma Avenue in northern Orange County. The Canyon facility is
designed as a peaking facility to serve Anaheim’s native load during periods of intermediate to
high demand. The facility would be owned by SCAPPA but operated by the city of Anaheim.

On March 12, 2008, the AFC for the Canyon Power Project was deemed data adequate by the
California Energy Commission and our staff has begun the discovery and analysis phases of
our permitting process. The Commission held a public Informational Hearing and Site Visit in
Anaheim on April 15, 2008. Over the coming months, the Energy Commission will conduct a
number of additional public workshops and hearings on the proposal to determine whether
Canyon Energy should be approved for construction and operation and under what set of
conditions. These workshops will provide the public and local, state and federal agencies the
opportunity to ask questions about, and provide input on, the proposed project. The Energy
Commission will issue notices for these workshops and hearings at least 10 days prior to the
meeting.

We are available to brief you and your staff on the Energy Commission's power plant review
process and the specifics of the Canyon application. Please contact Acting Director of
Governmental Affairs, Marni Weber, at (916) 654-4942, if you would like a briefing.
